If you ask a fish in a bowl to describe water (as if fish 
could actually talk!) - it would have a tough time 
because from its perspective - thatôs all there is. 
Perspective shapes reality. The fishôs perspective 
shapes everything and it doesnôt see the bowl - just the 
water. We all have a ñbowlò weôre in, a perspective or 
culture weôre accustomed to and comfortable with. As 
the Gospel spreads and the early church awakens it 
brings together people with different perspectives on 
God and how to relate to and with Him. Some people 
feel that their perspective is right and want to impose it 
on others. Christians seem to do that frequently 
(and often unwisely) and so this Sunday weôre going to 
look at the grace in the Gospel and ask the question - is 
there anything we need to do in addition to what Jesus 
has done in order to be rescued and then how do we 
relate to people who have a different ñbowlò than us? 
You can read how the early church handled this 
question of perspective and freedom in Acts 15:1-31
