In Christ we 
are not simply resuscitated to the same pattern of life we had 
before we met Jesus but we have been made new and alive - 
ñIn Christò - His resurrection victory is now ours!!  God gives us 
a powerful vision of this in Ezekiel 37:1-14 and thatôs what 
weôre going to be about when we gather this Sunday morning!
