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Of all the miracles Jesus performed only two are 
recorded by each of the Gospel writers.  So youôd 
expect that if Matthew, Mark, Luke and John all saw 
those particular miracles as important enough to 
include in their writings about Jesus, then they must be 
pretty significant.  Well, one is the Resurrection of 
Jesus - and yep, Iôd say thatôs pretty significant!  The 
other is the feeding of 5000 people with 5 loaves of 
bread and 2 fishes.  What is it about this miracle that 
the writers felt it absolutely had to be included in each 
of their accounts of Jesusô life?  Is it for aspiring chefs 
or event planners to learn from?  Maybe itôs a lesson 
on how to serve 5000 unexpected guests/neighbours 
who show up at your door?  Check out Jesus words in 
Matthew 14:13-21 and weôll look forward to being 
together as a family on Sunday morning!
